                CLASSROOM AND PROGRAM INFORMATION 
 
*TODDLERS* 
 Our toddler teachers are excited about the new school year.  This year the toddlers are learning how to hold on and 
sit up (balance & coordination) while riding horses. At  lunch time they are using family-style dining. You may notice 
more independence at home, they want to scoop and pour their own food and drinks.  The toddler teachers will also 
be implementing sign language this year, a great way for toddlers to learn preverbal communication skills.  We en-
courage you to continue practicing sign language at home too.  Toddler teachers will be working on expectation 
sheets for each individual child incorporating fine & gross motor skills, in addition quarterly IEP’s.  It’s going to be a 
great  school year!! 

 

*TWOS* 
Our Twos are doing a great job learning to wash their own hands with soap and water while singing the ABC’s (they 
like this the best). They are having puppet stories, centers, art activities where we are introducing colors, shapes 
and numbers.  Songs, music, foreign languages and horseback riding are all part of their morning routine, not to 
mention potty training.  Gross and fine motor skills, such as stringing beads/lacing, and developing an awareness of 
self (including body parts) and others is just a few expectations your two year old will be working on this year.  By 
the end of your child’s two year old program, he/she will be naming basic colors, developed a vocabulary of 300 to 
1000 words, use descriptive words, and use 2-3 sentences in conversations among many other expectations.  The 
two’s teachers are so excited about the school year. 

  
*THREES* 
Wow! Our Threes class is doing great with their final stages of potty training. They love family style dining! Their 
pouring and serving skills are coming right along! Horseback riding  lessons are being given according to their indi-
vidual readiness. The children will be tracing, cutting and beginning letter and number identification.  Play a game in 
the car as you drive and pick out the letter of the week on the billboards, houses, or anything (environmental print) 
as you pass by them! Reading, centers, computers, foreign languages, science & sensory exploration, and more 
are also being introduced to them daily.  We encourage you to enhance literacy at home by reading a read-a-loud 
bedtime story every night to and with your child. The three’s will also be working on their milestones to development  
with expectation sheets and quarterly IEP’s.  By the end of the three’s class your child will have mastered sorting by 
color, shape, or texture,  acting out simple stories with a beginning, middle, and end, using please and thank you in 
different languages and more. The three’s are going to have a fantastic year! 

  
FOURS*   
This special group of four year olds missed the VPK class by a few days or months.  So this year we had to create a 
special class for them.  They are going to be following the curriculum that matches that of the VPK program and 
with Ruth’s leadership.  They will become leaders in our petting zoo and we will asking parents to assist in the liter-
acy learning by reading to them at home and as you drive in your car help them to begin noticing signs and learning 
to read them.    

 

*VPK/ FOURS* 
VPK here we come!  This school year we will  be using the DLM Early Learning by Wright’s Group, McGraw Hill 
curriculum.  Each week will be a new theme and a new letter focus. The children will begin the year tracing,cutting, 
beginning letter recognition, tracking, and more.  Our four year olds are expanding their horizons!  Centers also play 
a very important part of their day, with hands on learning activities. By the middle of the year, they will be working on 
their word recognition and rhyming words.  They will be using their cognitive and manipulative skills through teacher 
initiated activities (proper use of pencil grip, scissors, etc).  Be on the look out for possible homework a few days a 
week.  Our computer lab is located in the same facility and they are able to experience reading and math while on 
the computers.  They have their out door centers set up and they will receive a balance of choices during center 
activity.  This also adds to their decision making ability and to be held accountable for their choices.  
Watch out Kindergarten, here we come!
